 13: The B attacks h7 so to mate we need to attac 
g8 & h8. Hence either our R or Q work: Rb8+, Re8, 

RxRe8+, Rf8, RxRf8#!  

14: Is our K safe? Not really! If it was black’s turn 
black has mate with Qd1+, Re1, QxRe1#! So either 
we deal with this or focus on our attack. What do 
we have? If we make a move that isn’t check we 

lose! Rg7+, Kh8, Rxh7+, Kg8, Qg7#! 

15: Always look for moves that are check no matter 
how silly they may seem because your opponent has 
to respond to them. If your opponent only has one 
move you can keep calculating what comes next.  

What comes next is the essence of chess!  

Chess is logic, not chance. Chess is science too: the 
scientific method comes naturally to chess players: 

formulate a plan, test it on the board, see if it 
works, store what you learn in your brain, adjust as 
needed and play again! Learn what works and what 

doesn’t by practicing!  

We have two checks: Qg7 (silly because after black 
takes with his R we have nothing) and QxRg8?? 
What is next if we play QxRg8? Black must play 
KxQg8. Would we have any interesting checks or 
captures now? Ihope you find Nxf6+! A royal fork 
(double attack with a knight on a K & Q!)! Black 

saves his K we win his Q!! So we start by winning a 
R, then lose out Q, then win a pawn and a Q!
